This is a topical list of the symbolic significance of COLORS used in worship through the 
dance and banner ministry.   
 

 Gold:   Glory, Beauty, Holiness, Royalty 
 Silver:   Redemption, Salvation 
 Purple:  Royalty, Majesty, Authority 
 Blue:   Heaven, Prayer, Healing, Nurturing, River of God 
 Green:   Health, Prosperity, Life, Growth, Fruitfulness 
 Red:   Blood of Christ, Love of Christ, Power, Warfare, Justification 
 White:  Holiness, Holy Spirit, Purity, Bride of Christ, Righteousness 
 Pink:   New Birth, New Beginnings, Maturing in Christ 
 Orange:  Praise, Warrior, Fire of God 
 Aqua:   Refreshing, River of God, Worship 
 Black:   Sin, Heaviness, Despair 

 
 
 

 
 

 FIRE:  (Yellow, Orange, Red, Gold) Purification, Vengeance, Refining, God’s Power, 
Tongues of Fire 

 
 TABERNACLE:  (Blue, Purple, Red) Intercessory Prayer, God’s will to be done on 

earth as it is in Heaven, God resides 
 

 COVENANT - PROMISE:  (Rainbow colors - Blue, Yellow, Aqua, Red, Pink, Purple, 
Green)  God’s Covenant with Mankind, Promises of God 

 
 RIVER:  (Different shades of Blue & Aqua) Life, Cleansing, Healing 

 
 
What is the purpose of the dance and banner ministry?  To minister to the heart, mind and 
spirit of the congregation in corporate worship and to display a visual message from God to 
His people, lifting up Glory, Honor and Worship to our Living God. 
 
 
 
 



  
 
The union of flags, banners, dance, and music with the moving of the Spirit of God allows us 
to enter into the awesome presence of God. 
 
 

 LION OF JUDAH IN FIRE: Represents the power of our Lord and Savior as He 
sits at the right hand of the Father and a declaration of all He has accomplished at 
Calvary to that which will be completed at the Second Coming.  (As a lamb, He 
endured the cross, taking the sin of all mankind upon Himself, that we might be 
redeemed and He triumphed over all powers and principalities through His death, 
burial, and resurrection.  This act gives power and victory to all who believe.)  Jesus 
the powerful Lion of the tribe of Judah, the root of David is now seated in heavenly 
realms and is worthy of all honor and glory forever and ever. 
(Isaiah 4:2-5; Rev. 1:14, 2:18, 5:5, 5:9; Hebrews 12:2; Lev. 1:7-10; Phil. 2;10-11; 
Psalms 18:34-39, 44:2-7) 

 
 THE BLOOD: These flags are used to declare the power of the Blood of Christ to 

cleanse, redeem, sanctify, justify, deliver, protect, heal and bring about 
reconciliation and restoration.  These banners also declare ultimate deliverance and 
total victory in warfare.  They remind us that we have salvation and eternal life 
through Jesus as we make Him Lord of our lives. (Rev. 7:15; 1John 1:9; Hebrews 9:1, 
10:22, 15:24-26; Romans 3:23-25; John 19: 1-37) 

 
 THE RIVER: (Revelation 22:1) …And he showed me a pure River of water, clear as 

crystal flowing out of the throne of God and the Lamb.  The River is full of abundant 
life, truth, joy and healing power.  Thirst will be quenched and mind, body, soul and 
spirit will be cleansed.  Stand washed and clean before the Lord your God. (Eph. 
5:25-27) 

 
 PROMISE – RAINBOW CONVENANT: Blessed be the Lord that hath given rest 

unto His people Israel, according to all He promised, there hath not failed one word 
of all of His good Promise which He promised by the Hand of Moses, His servant. (1 
Kings 8:56) 

 
 TABERNACLE: These banners represent prayers of the Saints and declares “Thy 

Kingdom come and Thy Will be done on earth as it is in Heaven.” …And they made a 
veil of blue, purple & scarlet (Exodus 8:35; Matthew 6:10) 

 
 STAR OF DAVID ON FIRE: Represents the lineage of Jesus (foreshadowed in 

Isaiah) and all that has been endured. 
 

 DOVES ON FIRE: Represents the Holy Spirit, baptism in the Spirit, anointing, 
tongues of fire, and the person and work of the Spirit.
